Wet terrain reduces traction and increases rollover risk, especially when
equipment travels sideways on a slope. Soft ground can collapse under weight,
causing sudden shifts that leave little time to react.
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Flying debris and uneven footing add to the danger.

Inspect terrain before operating. Reassess slopes after weather changes. Follow
equipment limits, use rollover protection and seat belts, and stop work if

conditions compromise stability.
