
Backing Up Hazards – Picture This

See this image and how deadly the end could be for this worker standing between
those two heavy equipment in operation and one of them backing up. A backover
incident occurs when a backing vehicle strikes a worker who is standing,
walking, or kneeling behind the vehicle. These incidents can be prevented.

Backover accidents can happen for a variety of reasons. Drivers may not be able
to see a worker in their blind spot. Workers may not hear backup alarms because
of other worksite noises or because the alarms are not functioning. A spotter
assisting one truck may not see another truck behind him. Workers riding on
vehicles may fall off and get backed over. Drivers may assume that the area is
clear and not look in the direction of travel. Sometimes, it is unclear why a
worker was in the path of a backing vehicle. A combination of factors can also
lead to backover incidents.
