
Caught-Between Hazards in Construction

The worker appears to be caught between a heavy wooden pallet and a solid
structure, possibly experiencing a crush injury.

Secure all objects properly to
avoid unexpected shifts, and never place your body between a load and a fixed
surface. Use mechanical lifting aids when handling heavy items and ensure
workers are trained on recognizing and avoiding caught-between hazards during
tasks.
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
