Heat and fatigue don’t always look dramatic at first. A worker slows down. A
crew skips a step because they’ve done the task a hundred times. A supervisor
misses an early warning sign because everyone is trying to finish before the end
of the shift. A temporary workaround becomes normal because nothing has gone
wrong yet.
